(d) what steps have been taken by the Central Government for their repatriation to their home state ?

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI I.D.SWAMI) 

(a) According to information received from the Government of Tripura, 31261 Reang refugees are presently taking shelter in camps in Tripura. 

(b) The Reang refugees from Mizoram had come to Tripura during the period October/November, 1997 to February/March, 1998. 

(c) The Reang refugees took shelter in Tripura due to ethenic tension between the Mizos and the Reangs following certain acts of violence in Mizoram.
